Component 1: Physical Geography
(2 hours 30 minutes exam, 40% of A Level)

Component 2: Human Geography
(2 hour 30 minutes exams, 40% of A Level)

e Global systems and global governance.

e Changing places.

e Contemporary urban environments.

Component 3: Geographical Investigation
(3-4,000 words, 20% of A level)

e Individual investigation involving answering a question relating to any part of the
specification.
e Data collection.
